AUTOPSY SERVICE:

· You never have an autopsy until the authorization is in your hand!

· You need to accession the case and write it in the book in the back of the autopsy suit.

· There are directions on how to accession the case in the Softpath manual but Earle will show you during orientation.

· See Dr. Kleiner or Earle if you have trouble accessioning the case.

· See the attached sheet “ How to complete and autopsy without becoming One”

· TAKE Gross photos for the conference and so that you can better remember what you saw when you are trying to write up the report.

· You might want to write your autopsy (micro/microscopic/CPC) in Microsoft word then paste it into the soft path document.

· GOOD books: Robbins, Handbook of Autopsy practice (Ludwig), The hospital autopsy (Burton and Rutty), Spitz and Fischer.

NEUROPATHOLOGY:

· Neuropathology brain cutting will be every Wednesday at 2:15.

· The final Neuropathology report (AN) should be completed within 2 weeks of the brain cutting.

· The Gross description from the brain cutting should be given to Dr.Quezado within 24 hours of the cutting.

· The Slides should be given first to Dr.Quezado straight from histology.

· When you have a brain to be cut, make sure that you have the following:

· Cassettes for the case labeled as AN…

· Patient clinical and neurologic history.

· Any Neuroimaging study results prior to death.

· Any autopsy findings that are relevant to the NP case.

· Any results on CSF or surgical pathology reports that are relevant to the case.

· A clipboard/sheet to take down notes on the gross description and the code of sections.

· Capability to take pictures of coronal sections of the brain.
