INTRODUCTION

Dr. Morin called the meeting to order.  

REVIEW OF PROTOCOLS
Mr. Kozlovac introduced a toxin registration entitled, Immunological recognition by anti-protein antibodies submitted by Dr. Sandra Smith-Gill.  Mr. Kozlovac reviewed the particulars of the proposal that involved the use of Diptheria toxin (DT) including some of the security features of the laboratory.  Mr. Kozlovac suggested that the committee approve this registration on the condition that the PI modify the SOP to include additional PPE such as the use of nitrile gloves and protective eyewear (preferably splash goggles), the use of strict hand washing procedures and that records indicating the date of the last booster vaccination for staff be provided to OHS. Dr. Creekmore wanted to know if the LD50 for a vaccinated person was known and if an antitoxin was available.  Mr. Kozlovac informed the committee that the LD50 for a non-vaccinated person was ~<100 ng/kg body weight however he did not perform a literature search for the amount necessary to overwhelm a person that had been vaccinated.  Carol Tobias offered that an IND horse serum antitoxin was available and offered to contact CDC regarding the vaccinated person LD50 and the availability of the antitoxin.  Bernard Metz the individual who would be conducting the experiments informed the committee that it was the procedure in the Netherlands to ensure adequate titer of individuals working with DT and that individuals received boosters once every 5 years.  Dr. Hughes wanted to know if they had a spill procedure for the stock solution.  Mr. Kozlovac informed him that a procedure for inactivating toxin contaminated items and surfaces was provided however an overt spill procedure was not included as part of the SOP.  Mr. Kozlovac informed the committee that he would work with the PI to develop a spill procedure.   Dr. Hughes asked if other researchers would be able to access the lab.  Dr. Smith-Gill indicated that only the individuals listed on the registration worked in the lab however on occasion service workers would access the lab to pick up trash.  Committee recommended that a sign be posted on lab door restricting access while toxin work was being conducted.

Conditionally Approved

1. Make the BSO recommended PPE changes to the SOP.

2. Develop spill procedure for outside of the BSC.

3. Provide recent vaccination records to OHS

4. OHS will look into the availability of the CDC IND antitoxin.

Other Business

Dr. Morin updated the committee on the EHS activities involving the VPP.

Dr. Hughes asked the committee if they felt comfortable with the amendment process where he, the chair and the BSO reviewed a particular amendment recently submitted by Dr. Wiltrout regarding the addition of a lentiviral vector to an existing project which already utilized other retroviral vectors.   Dr. Crise stated that from a technical standpoint he did not have an issue however he questioned how the review was available to the public as is the intention of the NIH guidelines.  Dr. Creekmore asked how this review would be incorporated into the minutes.  Mr. Kozlovac and Dr. Morin suggested that in the future amendments which are not considered significant enough to go back to full committee review will be reported by the lead reviewer of the subcommittee at the full meeting of the IBC.  Dr. Morin thought that this process should also be followed for renewal registrations that have minimal changes to ensure that the renewals are also incorporated into the minutes.  Dr. Morin asked Mr. Kozlovac to draft or update the existing registration review SOP to incorporate these changes.

Mr. Kozlovac informed the committee of some of the highlights from the ABSA meeting which Dr. Crise and he attended..
