WHAT IS THAT SMELL FROM THE FLOOR DRAIN?  

EHS encounters numerous sewer gas smells that usually stem from the floor drains in a tiled laboratory floor.  If you ever encounter a smell like this, please check to see if the odor is possibly coming from the floor.  If unsure, or you believe that the floor drains may be the root of the issue, then EHS recommends that approximately one gallon of water be poured down the drain. (It is noted that it is also OK to pour Glycerin or Clorox bleach alongside the water in reducing the odor from reoccurring).

EHS recommends that all floor drains be inspected on a monthly basis, and that they do not become dry (the trap allows the sewer gas to come up when the drains become dry).
