A word about seat assignments from Omega World Travel:
 
 
Omega always tries to assign a seat for the traveler at the time of booking.  
However, the airlines only allot a certain number of seats for pre-assignment.  
There isn’t a set number; it all depends on the airline. 
Once that allotment has been reached, the rest of the seats are under airport 
control and will not be assigned until airport check-in.

Omega documents the itinerary so that the traveler is aware that they need 
to request a seat at the time of 
check-in.  At the time of check-in, seats are assigned first come, first served.  
 
If the flight is overbooked and the airlines need to bump travelers, it is possible 
that those without a seat assignment could be bumped.  For this reason, travelers 
should check-in with the airlines as early as possible in order to secure a seat 
assignment. 
 
Note: The airlines allow you to check-in online 24 hours prior to departure and 
possibly get a seat assignment at that time.  Check the airlines website before 
heading to the airport.
