· Initial Award Period: Two months to two years
· Award Duration:

1. Predoctoral categories:  Bachelor or Master degree, the CRTA is a two-year program at any one Category. 
2. Undergraduate or graduate students may participate in the CRTA program for the lesser of two options: (1) as long as they remain in good academic standing, until they are awarded a degree OR (2) up to five years.

3. Doctoral Degree Candidate Category: The maximum duration will normally be three years or until the candidate receives their doctoral degree, whichever comes first. 
4. Postdoctoral & Medical Categories:  For these Categories, the CRTA is a 5-year program.   A TERMINAL 6th year as a CRTA will only be considered under extraordinary circumstances. (Note: all renewals are contingent on total duration of stay at NIH, which cannot exceed a maximum of 8 years for any type of doctoral level position, including Special Volunteer and Guest Researcher appointments.
· Training Schedule: Training is normally on a full-time basis.
