NCI HPOCs:  please disseminate this information to your planners and approvers:
 
If a user attempts to open a GovTrip document, and the system will not allow the 
user to do so,  we refer to the document as being “locked,” although this is a bit 
different from the manner in which Gelco documents had been locked, and an 
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Organization Administrator no longer has the ability to “un edit-lock” documents in 
GovTrip.
 


In GovTrip, there are many reasons why a document may be 
“locked,” but the most common reasons are listed below.
 


•        The user exited the document incorrectly.  Close all 
GovTrip windows > log off of the system and re-sign in 
again; the document usually unlock.  If this does not work, 
Northrop Grumman has a program that runs and unlocks 
documents within the hour.  Notify the Help Desk through 
your HPOC if you are still locked after an hour has passed, 
and no one else has it open.
 
•        There is another user in the system at the same time 
and has the document open or has left it open without 
realizing it.  It could be the system user or the traveler.  This 
will prevent another user from accessing.


 
•        The document is in an interface process and that 
process has not completed.
 
•        The traveler has been deleted from the system.  The 
document cannot be edited.  It is in VIEW mode even 
though it looks like you can edit it.  This is a problem with 
the profile having been deleted on the Northrop Grumman 
side; this issue is being researched.   If you receive this error 
message,  send a ticket through the HPOC to the Help Desk.  
Northrop Grumman must “restore” the profile and that 
puts the document back in Edit mode.   If this is an 
emergency, make sure that you identify the urgency of the 
issue by putting the trip departure date on the ticket and 
the fact that departure is imminent.
