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To Travel Planners:
 


1.       Omega has brought to my attention that there are a number of travel 
planners booking flight reservations through Omega, and booking flights in 
Govtrip.  The planners will later call to cancel the traditionally booked flights 
made with Omega in order to avoid the Omega full service fee, but still have 
what they perceive as the flexibility of reserving more than one seat.  Please 
remember and spread the word that Planners are at high risk of having 
both reservations cancelled by the airline for duplicate bookings.


 
As I have mentioned in previous posts, the airlines systems are sophisticated 
enough to know when the same person is holding onto more than one seat.  
This practice must stop or the entire trip may be in jeopardy for making 
more than one reservation in Govtrip, with Omega, or both.  


 
2.       If the reservation was made in Govtrip, please DO NOT FAX  a copy of 
the approved order to Omega. You only need to fax travel orders to 
Omega if the reservation was made traditionally by having an Omega 
agent book the flights for you.
