OC Codes for DOMESTIC Travel

1) 21.11 - Site Visit Travel
Travel that entails visiting a particular site in order to perform operational or managerial activities, e.g., assist contractors and grantees during pre-award negotiations, program monitoring, and post-award evaluation.
2) 21.21 - Program Meeting Travel
Travel to attend a meeting, conference, seminar, symposium, etc. for the purpose of discussing day-to-day operational support of program activities, inclusive of staff meetings, status report reviews, or to discuss topics of general interests directly related to the programmatic interests of the NIH and the primary field of research/science in which the individual is involved.  Includes making a speech or presentation, delivering a paper, travel associated with the formation and guidance of review groups, the oversight and management of grant portfolios, presenting a poster, supporting a booth or exhibit, recruiting scientists/researchers, engaging in minority outreach, etc.  Activities that fall under this soc descriptor include among other things: workshops, collaborative research, study sections, board reviews, clinical procedures in epidemiologic field work, and other similar events.  
3) 21.3X - Speech or Presentation by Non-Federal Persons/Advisory Committee
Travel that entails active participation by nonfederal persons and Federal Advisory Committee members, e.g., making a speech or a presentation, delivering a paper, etc.; Or entails providing expertise in the evaluating of scientific evidence and assessment of data.
A) Travel of a non-Federal person to give a speech or presentation, deliver a paper, etc. is to be coded for domestic trips as 21.31
B) Travel of a non-Federal person who is evaluating scientific data; assessing products submitted for a clinical trial; etc.  Typically, this person is an Ad Hoc Reviewer or Council participant attending an IC's Federal Advisory Committee meeting for their expertise.  This travel is only to be coded as domestic under 21.33.
C) Travel of a Federal Advisory Committee member to attend the IC's e.g., quarterly review meeting.  This travel is only to be coded as domestic under 21.35.
4) 21.4X - Training Attendance
Travel to receive training associated with developing and improving the employee's knowledge, skills, performance and attitude including training conferences held for professional development.  You are to use: 21.41 if the training is Internal (between HHS components) for Domestic travel; 21.42 if the training is Inter-governmental (between the NIH and other Government agencies) for Domestic travel; and  21.43 if the training is Non-Governmental for Domestic travel.  
See classification of travel to Gordon, FASEB, Keystone or similar type conferences under NOTE in Category 5 - Scientific Meeting Travel below.
5) 21.51 - Scientific Meeting Travel
To attend a meeting, conference, seminar, symposium, etc. for the purpose of engaging in scientific interaction, observation, keynoting, education, serving on panels, etc. that is directly related to the laboratory, clinical, or population-based research/science in which the individual is involved.  Includes making a speech or presentation, delivering a paper, engaging in a give-and-take, or otherwise taking part in formal discussions.  Scientific meeting travel is typically travel to any professional scientific event that generally nationally or internationally publicized and advertised, is held annually and is hosted or sponsored by a society, organization, association, consortium, council, college, etc.  
Travel to a scientific meeting where a participant will be attending scientific talks as well as providing program support for the NIH should be coded based on NIH's main purpose for the individual's attendance, which will usually be to perform a program function for the NIH (21.21).
NOTE:  Travel to attend a Gordon, FASEB, Keystone or a similar type conference in a Domestic location should be coded as "Training" (21.43) if the individual is someone who comes under the auspices of the NIH training authority and is receiving a stipend, i.e., Visiting Fellow, CRTA, IRTA, etc., and the capacity (e.g., giving a speech, presenting a poster) in which they are attending plays an integral part of their training.  Similar travel by an individual in an appointed Service Fellow designation, i.e., Research Fellow, Staff Scientist, etc. directly related to the individual's laboratory, clinical, or population-based research, should be classified as Scientific Meeting (21.5X) accordingly.
