This SOP only applies to cells or tissues that have NOT been 

pre-screened for all of the following pathogens: HIV 1-2, EBV,

HTLV 1-2, JCV, MOLUV, CMV, Hepatitis B and C
Any peripheral blood mononuclear cells purchased from the American Red Cross are also exempt from this procedure
1.)
All human derived samples will be treated according to the following guidelines. If a question as to the hazard potential of any material exists, it is the responsibility of the facility manager to obtain a definitive determination from EHS as to the appropriate measures to be taken in handling that material.  If the need to use the material arises prior to a decision being reached, EHS guidelines for known infected material (Guideline Regarding Engraftment of Human Cells or Tissues into Immunodeficient Mice) will be followed.

2.)
All manipulations of human derived samples or materials will be within an EHS approved Class II biological safety cabinet (hood) and follow strict ABSL-2 practices and procedures.  Absorbent plastic backed paper will be placed on the work deck of the hood, and all operations will be carried out on the absorbent paper.  Two pairs of gloves will be worn while working under the hood. At the end of the operation, the outer pair of gloves will be removed and placed in an autoclavable plastic bag along with the absorbent paper.  The bag will be sealed with biohazard labeled tape and taken directly to and loaded into the autoclave.  Once autoclaved, the bag will be taken outside to the red-banded incinerator waste cans for disposal.  Prior to leaving the laboratory, the second pair of gloves will be removed and placed in the laboratory trash.  In addition, hands will be washed prior to exiting the laboratory.

3.)
All injections of animals will be performed inside an EHS approved Class II biological safety cabinet.  Animals will be removed from their cage, injected, and placed into a new cage with autoclaved bedding material.    

4.)
Wire tops, water bottles, and a micro-isolator filter top will be placed on the cages, and the cages will be placed on a shelf rack in the designated room.  The cages will be labeled with a BIOHAZARD sticker that identifies the material used.  A sign identifying the material and emergency contact information will be posted on the animal room door.  Animals will be handled in this manner until the end of the study or until cells/tissues have been determined to be free of infectious agents.  If determined to be free of infectious agents, animals will be changed into standard caging and will be treated as normal animals. 

5.)
Dirty cages, water bottles, wire tops, card holders and bonnets will be placed in an autoclavable plastic bag.  The bag will be sealed with biohazard labeled tape and taken directly to and loaded into the autoclave.  Once autoclaved, the caging items will be removed from the bag and will be processed through the cagewash as normal animal caging material.  The bedding and the bag will be taken outside to the red-banded incinerator waste cans for disposal.

6.)
Only trained laboratory personnel will perform manipulations involving human samples.
