INTRODUCTION

Dr. Morin called the meeting to order.  

REVIEW OF PROTOCOLS
Dr. Crise introduced a modification to Dr. Jinhua Lu’s Poliovirus registration.  Discussions ensued regarding the expansion of this work to a number of laboratories with a significant addition of staff.  Dr. Morin asked about booster shots and vaccination of staff.  Ms. Tobias explained about the vaccination program and the informational session provided by OHS to those individuals at risk of occupational exposure.  Concern with the potential of aerosol generation during the loading of the HPLC was discussed.  According to the BDP representatives the equipment is self-loading within a contained chamber.  The vials containing high titre (109 pfu), live viruses are prepared within a BSC according to Dr. Lu and Dr. Poiley-Nelson.  Dr. Crise stated that Dr. Lu would need an appropriate decontamination procedure for this equipment and other effected areas prior to utilizing the equipment for another project.  Dr. Morin asked about the potential for vapor phase hydrogen peroxide (VHP) decontamination of the biosafety cabinet.  Mr. Kozlovac said it was a possibility.  Dr. Creekmore asked about the effect of VHP on stainless steel.  Mr. Kozlovac reviewed the VHP decontamination process including material incompatibility issues.

Dr. Court introduced a recombinant DNA registration and a pathogen registration entitled, Assay development and testing of a replication-restricted Herpes simplex virus for the treatment of liver metastases submitted by Dr. Ray Harris.  This work involves receiving viral material from external laboratories and performing analytical assays and quality control testing to determine quality and infectivity of the received viral material.  Committee discussion focused on work conducted outside of a biological safety cabinet such as centrifugation.  Dr. Poiley-Nelson informed the committee that the sample would be fixed prior to concentration via the centrifuge.  Mr. Kozlovac stated that this should be cleared up in the standard operating procedure since as currently written you could not determine if centrifugation was done with live virus or fixed material.  Dr. Morin asked about testing for antibodies for this virus.  Ms. Tobias said that a majority of the general population have had an infection with this virus and should have antibody.  OHS will offer antibody testing for Herpes simplex virus type 1.

Dr. Hollingshead introduced a recombinant DNA registration entitled, Expression of genes in mouse cells using retroviral vectors, submitted by Dr. Karlyne Reilly.  Dr. Hollingshead informed the committee that based on discussions between Dr. Reilly, Dr. Hughes and herself, that Dr. Reilly had decided to modify the registration to exclude in vivo experiments with this vector.  She will utilize the vector in cell culture and utilize BSL-2 practices and procedures.

Dr. Creekmore introduced a pathogen registration entitled, Preparation of viral antigens for biochemical analysis, submitted by Dr. Jeff Lifson.  Dr. Hearn observed that the registration mentioned a number of viruses but did not include part C of the registration.  Dr. Crise who is involved in this project further explained that this analysis would only involve the manipulation of purified virus not cell culture.

Mr. Kozlovac informed the committee that he had been asked to author an article on the NCI-Frederick IBC by the editors of “The Poster”.  He has submitted the article and it should appear in the next edition of “The Poster”.

Dr. Morin updated the committee on the progress of the 470 demolition and the construction of the NIAID Vaccine Pilot plant.
